Terms and Conditions

1. There is no registration fee for courses.
  

2. There is a fee of £40 for finding accommodation.
  

3. Fees cover tuition but do not include textbooks (which you will need to buy for each course) or registration for external exams.
  

4. In all cases, there is a non-refundable deposit payable (one week's fees) before you start your course.
  

5. An additional deposit (one week's rent) is required for accommodation arranged by the school.
  

6. Fees must be paid in advance before the course starts.
  

7. Refund / Cancellation Policy 

· If a student cancels his or her course more than one week before the start of the course, then the school will automatically charge £50 to the student plus a deposit equivalent to one week's course fees. If the student has also booked accommodation and cancels more than one week before the commencement of the course, the student will be charged £40, the accommodation placement fee. If the student has already paid his or her fees, the school will refund the total less the charges listed above. 

· If a student cancels his or her course less than one week before the start of the course, the cancellation charge is £100 plus a deposit equivalent to one week's course fees; and the cost of one week's accommodation and the accommodation placement fee, if the student has also made accommodation arrangements with Camden College of English. If the student has already paid his or her fees, the school will refund the total less the charges listed above. 

· If a student applies for a visa and is refused, the school will refund the fees (less deposit as above points) on production of the refusal letter from British Embassy / Home Office. 

· In all cases, a refund can only be made to a student after the school has received written confirmation of the cancellation. The school may also request that the student return original letters that may be used for obtaining visas or entering the UK. 

· There is no refund if a student decides to cancel his or her course after it has started. In extreme cases this may be altered under the discretion of the management. 

· The school reserves the right to cancel or alter a course, if we do we will offer an alternative course or refund. 

· There is no refund or discount when the school is closed on a public holiday. 


  

8. The school reserves the right to refuse admission of any student or dismiss any student in the event of misconduct or unsatisfactory work or attendance or repeated late arrival, without refund of fees.
  

9. You may not take holiday on a course which is shorter than 12 weeks or during an exam course. You must give 2 weeks' notice before taking a holiday.
  

10. The time and level of your classes will be decided after you have taken a test.
