Terms & Conditions
General 
1. The minimum age limit is 16.
2. The course fee and deposit are valid only for the person and dates specified on the application form. 
3. The course fees and the tuition deposit, which is payable in advance, is strictly non refundable and non transferable. If your visa application is refused or you are refused entry to the UK we will refund your course fees in full, except the registration fee of £25.
4. If the course fees are refunded, they will be paid to the student, not to the person who paid, unless otherwise stated by the student in writing. 
5. General English classes from 17.30-18.30 may be taught by trainee teachers under the supervision of an experienced teacher. 
6. Class sessions include breaks of up to 30 minutes. 
7. When necessary, the College reserves the right to alter the timetable and/or transfer students from one class or course to another, from one time of study to another, and to merge small classes or cancel classes and courses. 
8. Class sizes range from 8 to 16 students. 
9. We advise you to organise medical and cancellation/ curtailment insurance before you travel to Britain. 
10. Books are not included in the course fees. Students are advised to buy their own books. They generally cost between £7 and £12. 
Accommodation
11. In arranging accommodation, Oxford House College is acting as the supplier's agent. 
12. The accommodation fee and deposit are valid only for the person and dates specified. 
13. The accommodation finding fee, which is payable in advance, is strictly non refundable and non transferable. If your visa application is refused the accommodation deposit of £70 may be refunded if you have given 2 weeks' notice. 
14. Accommodation bookings are made for the dates specified by the student and are only valid for these dates. Any changes of dates must be notified in writing at least 2 weeks before the arrival date. Otherwise we reserve the right to charge a second finding fee. 
15. In July and August, Oxford House College uses extra classroom space in local colleges/universities. If this is not as shown in the brochure, local rooms of a similar high standard may be used. 
16. Exact terms and conditions for accommodation bookings vary according to the type of accommodation booked. You should read the Terms and Conditions sent with your confirmation of accommodation booking letter.
